GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS
1.
Working in a group comprising of not more than six (6) to maximum of eight (8) members, complete and present the task that you have been assigned from the following list. 
2.
This assignment will be graded collectively and individually. 
Collective grading will be based on the work presented by the group as a whole.

Individual grading will be based on the contribution and performance of each member in putting the project together, and during the class presentation.

3.
During the class presentation, group members will be awarded marks based on facts presented, quality of arguments, eye contact, diction, presence, command of the stage, dress and general role play.

4.
The group will be awarded marks based on the quality of the written work. All pieces of work MUST be presented to the lecturer before the presentation in class. All presentations will be made on the SAME DAY.

5.
The role and contribution of each member of the group MUST be clearly outlined in an appendix to the work.
SPECIFIC INSTRUCTIONS WHICH MUST BE FOLLOWED:
The report must:

i.
Be properly bounded.

ii.
Have a title page, table of contents, body of work, conclusions, recommendations and references.
iii.
List the names of all members and the contribution of each to the assignment.

iv.
Each page must be numbered.

NB:
Each member of the group MUST participate in both the written work and the in-class presentation.
ASSIGNMENTS
1.
Write and dramatize a play highlighting the consequences of poor environmental management. Attention should be directed at the impacts on the livelihood of coastal communities, and environmental health in the coastal zone, the wider marine environment, and the management of ports. 
2.
Present arguments in a courtroom trial considering the relevance of Flags of Convenience (FOC). Among other things, clearly outline their benefits to the countries offering the service and the ship-owners who fly FOCs.
A ship-owner whose vessels fly FOC should be prosecuted for tax violations, breaches of standards and labour related crimes arising from the operations of his/her vessels, and for environmental crimes committed within the marine space. Recall that the environmental crimes have cost several Caribbean states millions of dollars in clean-up fees. The cost of the long term impacts of the dumping of waste that occurred should also be considered. 

Explain the difficulties that the prosecutors/complainants are likely to experience, recommend changes to the status quo and the importance of said recommendations. (Two groups: prosecutors and complainants).
3.
Debate the topic: ‘MARPOL and other major conventions aimed at promoting environmental health in the marine space are of no importance to a developing, small island state like Jamaica.’ (Two groups: one for and one against).  
4.
In a setting involving a distinguished panel of experts, discuss, critique and explain the value of the Cartagena Convention to the Wider Caribbean, with Jamaica as the target country. Explain the convention’s relevance to the management of the country’s marine environmental space. The Port of Kingston may be used as a test case. 
5.
Call a town meeting involving political officials, heads of major state-owned environmental bodies, major known polluters, affected businesses, fisher-folk and residents to discuss the need to contain land-based sources of pollution. Employ the services of experts in different aspects of environmental management and community development to assist in presenting the case of the residents and affected businesspersons. Make a list of at least ten recommendations upon which the government, heads of state-owned environmental bodies, businessmen and citizens must act to reduce the incidence of land-based and marine-based pollution affecting the marine space, including ports, fishing beaches, swimming beaches and marine parks.
6.
‘knowledge of environmental laws and international marine law is important to any degree course in international shipping, port management and logistics.’ Drawing on relevant examples of international and regional environmental conventions, particularly those relating to the management of the marine space and the coastal zone, present arguments in support of this point of view. 
7.
Prepare and present a PowerPoint presentation on the importance of plate tectonics, continental drift and climate change to the shipping sector. Particular attention should be given to the management of ports in island and low-lying states such as those in the Caribbean.
